Á The objective of having a cost index is to periodically monitor the main cost components and their variations.

Á Give permanent information on these, and also being able to generate analyzes from this information is critical for companies' 
decision-making.

Á A price indicator measures the rate or percentage of change in a set of prices over time. Because the prices of the components 
do not vary at the same time, nor by the same magnitude, the price indicator reflects the average of these costs.

Á The mining cost indicator is based on the Laspeyres methodology .

Á This allows monitoring the price variations of the inputs used in an average mining operation, normalizing with respect to the 
costs of the inputs and the man-hours worked, corresponding to the period of the base year.

Á Are considered as part of the CAPEX of the project all specific equipment whose purchases are sporadic.

Á In this case, the leading indicator methodology is used, that is, some cost indicator associated with the equipment whose 
price variation is transferred to its price is sought.

Á In 2010 BHP was in charge of this study  to track price movements of the main tires 
used in its mining operations, with the aim of identifying global industry trends from 
major suppliers, including Michelin, Bridgestone and Goodyear.

Á The data was obtained in the spot market with different sources and a benchmark 
methodology and leading indicators were used to prepare the polynomial.
